Any breach of these conditions by the Company or Firm or any other person, the tender/ work will be cancelled and  Security Deposit/PG will be forfeited at any stage, whenever it is so noticed. BSNL will not pay any damages to the company or Firm or the concerned person but damages arising on account of such cancellation to be borne by the contractor. Condition for EPF/ESI/GST

Non compliance of above provision will be treated as breach of contract and necessary action against the bidder will be taken.
c) The contractor shall be required to comply the provision of ESIC, payment of wages act, contractor labour regulation act, payment of bonus act, payment of gratuity act and GST regulations.   Non compliance of above provisions will be treated as breach of contract and necessary action against the bidder will be taken.

party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such event been titled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against other in respect of such non performance or delay in performance and deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such an event come to an end or cease to exist, and the decision of the purchaser as to whether 
the deliveries have been so resumed or not shall be final and conclusive. Further that if the performance in whole 
or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reasons of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may, at its option, terminate the contract.

In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under this agreement or in connection there-with (except as to the matters, the decision to which is specifically provided under this agreement), the same shall be referred to the sole arbitration of the CE [Civil] BSNL HP North Zone Shimla or in case his designation is changed or his office is abolished, then in such cases to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted (whether in addition to his own duties or otherwise) with the functions of the CE [Civil] BSNL HP North Zone Shimla or by whatever designation such an officer may be called (hereinafter referred to as the said officer), and if the CE [Civil] BSNL HP North Zone Shimla or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such, then to the sole arbitration of some other person appointed by the CE[Civil] BSNL HP North Zone Shimla or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 as amended from time to time.  There will be no objection  to any such appointment on the ground that the arbitrator is a Government Servant or that he has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as a Government Servant he has expressed his views on all or any of the matters in dispute. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties to the agreement. In the event of such an arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred, being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reason whatsoever, the CE [Civil] BSNL HP North Zone Shimla or the said officer shall appoint another person to act as an arbitrator in accordance with terms of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessors.
