On behalf of the Chairman & Managing Director, BSNL, New Delhi sealed tenders are invited from prospective contractors for hiring light petrol driven commercial vehicles such as Non AC  Maruti Car/Indica/Maruti Omni Van/ Jeeps/ Utility Vehicles like Tata Sumo & Bolero etc of model - 2012  onward for the use of BSNL. Prospective contractors shall own minimum nine light commercial vehicle/Taxi of required type & model vehicles having registered under 01 category shall be prefered.
Bid security is Rs. 81000.00 (Rs. Eightyone Thousand  only ) for nine vehicles.

The intending bidders may obtain Tender Document from the Sub Divisional Engineer (Building) O/o GMTD Hamirpur  on payment of Rs. 569/- (Rupees five hundred and sixty nine only) non-refundable in the form of crossed DD in favour of A.O.(Cash), O/o GMTD Hamirpur w.e.f from 10-08-2015 to 03-09-2015  between 1100 hrs to 1700 hrs on all working days.

2. Scope of Work

1. Service 



Provision of light commercial vehicles/Taxi with  valid licensed drivers, registered as commercial vehicles/Taxi on hiring basis, for running within the jurisdiction of Himachal Pradesh Telecom Circle.

2. Period of Contract 


Under normal circumstances the contract shall be valid for a period of one year from the date of issue of work order.  However contract may be extended by BSNL for a further period upto one year on the same rate, terms & conditions on mutual agreement. Decision of GMTD Hamirpur in this regard will be final.

3. Quantity 


 
Estimated number of vehicles to be hired is 9 (Nine).  However it should be clearly noted that BSNL shall place the order only as per the actual requirements from time to time. Vehicles will be requisitioned as per monthly requirement and the numbers of vehicles shown are only indicative. The actual deployment may vary from time to time depending on company’s policy, requirement etc. 

4. Duty hrs. Vehicle Driver will be on call duty.
The vehicles are normally required for ten hours per day on all working days of month except Sundays.  However actual duty hours/days shall be specified by actual users of vehicle and vehicles may be requisitioned on Sunday/Holidays also for attending to emergent nature of duties like attending telecom faults or other urgent works.  Vehicle on an average will be required for 25 days in a month of 30 days.

5.  Notice Period

i)  
For new regular requirements, one week in advance.
ii)
Telephonic intimation shall be considered as notice.

6. Reporting place 
i) Reporting place can however be  changed as per requirement  of GMTD Hamirpur.
 All vehicles are required to ply within the jurisdiction Himachal Pradesh. in generally & out side also in particular case
7. Counting of distance 
Maximum of 3 Kms from garage to reporting place (each way) will be allowed for all the vehicles. Generally vehicle will be parked in the office / exchange premises
8. Accuracy of meters 

The meter reading should tally with the actual distance of run at any instant and authorized officer shall have full power to check up the meter for its correctness and to take action accordingly.

9. Penalties   

 i) 
In case of break down, vehicles have to be replaced by other commercial vehicles/Taxi within three hours.  In case of failure to provide a suitable vehicle a penalty upto Rs.200/- per break down may be imposed.  If the number of break down exceeds three times in a month, a penalty of Rs.300/- per break down shall be imposed.

ii) 
In case of non-availability of vehicles for any particular day penalty of Rs.500/- per day shall be imposed.

iii) In case of non-availability of vehicles during extra hours, Penalty of Rs.100/- per occasion shall be imposed.

iv) In case of absence of vehicle from duty place during duty, penalty of Rs 100/ per hour shall be imposed. Subject to maximum Rs.500/- in a day
v) The Contractor shall provide good condition vehicles along with Seat covers & curtains. Vehicles so hired may be inspected by a pre-designated committee of BSNL officers with reference to good/properly maintained vehicle including cabin, upholstery, seats etc. The decision of committee in this regard shall be final and binding on the contractor. However in case of dispute the decision of GMTD Hamirpur would be final.

vi) No payment will be made for vehicles supplied by the contractor  prior to vehicle model-2012.
vii) Tampering of meter reading, vehicle usage timings, overwriting of duty slips and misbehavior of driver shall be viewed seriously, leading to even cancellation/termination of contract. 

10. Special Requirements 

i)
Intending bidder must have a telephone where requisition of vehicles can be conveyed.  Telephone No. must be specified in the bid.

ii) 
No vehicle should be supplied having registration in the name of employee of BSNL or close relative as per clause 12 of Section II and certificate to this effect be given on the body of bill while submitting claim as well as participating in the bid.

iii) 
Payment of any Govt. tax / duty or other charges for plying the vehicles shall be liability of contractor, except parking. However, toll tax for outstation Journey will be paid by BSNL. Parking charges/toll tax shall be reimbursed on actual basis on production of receipts. Payment of service tax will be as per applicable rules.
iv) 
Parking charges, if any, may be claimed by producing the parking slips duly initialed by the officer concerned.

v)
The contractor shall provide well behaved drivers in proper uniform along with Mobile Phone having proper   & sufficient knowledge of different routes and having  experience of minimum two years of driving.

vi)  
Contractor shall issue Photo Identity card to the drivers.

vii)   Contractor shall ensure that sufficient cash is available with driver all the times to cover essential contingent expenditure, urgent repairs and other essential expenditure.

3. Instructions to Bidders

1.         Eligibility Conditions
(a)
The bidder should own minimum one vehicle required of type of model-2012 onward registered as commercial vehicle/Taxi in his name or Firm’s name. Copy of (RC) registration certificate and commercial permit should be enclosed with the technical bid.  

(b)
Experience of supplying vehicle to some govt. department  at least for one year during last two financial years  i.e. April 2012 to March 2014 is desirable

(i)
If the contractor does not have any required prior experience of supplying vehicle to any Government organization or public sector undertaking or reputed private companies, then he can bid for the vehicles of required type and Model owned by him only.

(ii)
If the contractor has prior experience (as required in clause (c) below ) for supply of vehicles to any Government organization or public sector undertaking or reputed private companies,  he can bid for nine vehicles  by arranging commercial vehicles/Taxi of required model & type on lease. In this case he shall also submit full details of the vehicles that can be assigned in his favour on lease and shall give a clear declaration that the bidder/firm will be able to supply required number of commercial Vehicle/Taxi of model-2012 onward. Copy of agreement with owners in non-judicial stamp paper that they have deployed the vehicles with the bidder under their disposal shall be submitted with the technical bid.

(c)      The Copy of the experience certificate issued by a competent officer of that organization/company shall be attached with the technical bid. The experience certificate should be for supply of at least one commercial vehicle/taxi during last two financial years i.e. April 2012 to March 2013 to  any Government organization or public sector undertaking or reputed private companies for one year. BSNL reserves the right to verify the authenticity of the certificate from the concerned organization / company.

(d)
The bidder should have registration with labour enforcement, EPF, ESI and service tax authorities as per requirement. If the bidder is not required to register with  these authorities then, affidavit to this affect shall be attached along with technical bid Quoting Notification for such exemption. 
e)         Copy of PAN number, duly attested by a gazetted officer, in favour of bidder is required. 
2.     Cost of Bidding

The bidders shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of the bid.  BSNL in no case be responsible for these costs regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

Certificate/undertaking of non-participation of near/close relative of BSNL employee and also vehicles are not owned by close relative.

3.2 
The bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms   and specifications in the Bid Documents. Failure to furnish all the information required as per Bid Documents or submission of the bids not substantially responsive to the Bid Documents in every respect will be at the bidder’s risk and may result in rejection of the Bid.

3.3
A prospective bidder requiring any clarification on the Bid document shall notify BSNL in writing. BSNL shall respond in writing to any request for the clarification of bid document, which it receives not later than seven days prior to the date of opening of Tender.

3.4
Any clarification issued by BSNL in response to query raised by prospective bidders shall form an integral part of bid documents and it may amount to an amendment of relevant clauses of the bid documents to that extent.

3.5
A pre-bid meeting of all prospective bidders shall be held on 26-08-2015 at 1100 hrs in the chamber of AGM (Admn) to make them aware of BSNL requirement and clarify doubts if any.

4.
Amendment to bid document

(i)
At any time, prior to the date of submission of bid, BSNL may, for any reason whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification required by a prospective bidder, modify the bid documents by amendments.

(ii)
The amendments shall be notified in writing to all prospective bidders on the address given at the time of purchase of the Bid Document and these amendments will be binding on them. The amendments will also be uploaded on the website for the information of prospective bidders.

5. Documents comprising the bid

The bid prepared by the bidder shall comprise the following components

a. Documentary evidence established in accordance with clause 3.1 that the bidder is eligible to bid and is qualified to perform the contract if his bid is accepted.

b. EMD furnished is in accordance with clause 8.1. 

c. Completed Bid Form and price schedule. 

d. Partnership Deed or Articles/Memorandum of Association as the case may be.

e. Non-participation of any close relative as per clause 12 in Section II in bid forms. 

f. Copies of registration with EPF/ESI/Service Tax authorities (If applicable).

g. Copy of PAN number, duly attested by a gazette officer.

Bid Form

The bidder shall complete the Bid Form as per Form–I of Section III and the appropriate price schedule Section IV furnished in the bid document covering the services to be rendered. 

7.
Price BID.     (i)
The supplier shall quote as per price schedule for those vehicles given in the schedule of requirement Section IV for which he intend to bid. A bid submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as non-responsive and rejected.

(ii) Discount or extra charge, if any, mentioned by the bidders shall not be considered unless these are specifically indicated in the price schedule. 

(iii) No revision of price will be permissible on account of revision of prices for any inputs, cost of repair or maintenance charges or drivers salary etc.  

(iv) Rate of monthly hire charges will be for normal run  upto 2000 kms in a month ( 10 hours duty per day ) in a month as specified for a particular vehicle on all days of  month (except Sunday). The normal  bill maximum Rs.23,000/- includes distance covered , over time & night halt..

(v) The unused Kms if any during a particular month will be carried over to the subsequent three months and extra Kms if any traveled during these three months will be adjusted against these unused Kms.    

8. 
Earnest Money Deposit/BID SECURITY (EMD)

8.1
The bidder shall furnish, as part of his bid a bid security in favour of ‘Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited (BSNL)’, in form of bank guarantee issued by a Scheduled Bank in India and should be valid for a period of 180 Days. The Bank Guarantee so submitted shall be as per Performa in Form II of Section III. The amount of bid security will be Rs. 81000/- (Rupees EightyOne Thousand   only) for Nine vehicles for which bid is being submitted. The bidder can also submit a Bank Draft of required amount from a scheduled bank in favour of AO (Cash) O/o GMTD Hamirpur as bid security.


8.2
The bid security is required to protect the BSNL against the risk of bidder’s conduct, which would warrant the security’s forfeiture, pursuant to Para 8.7 .

8.3
The bid security shall be either in the form of bank Guarantee, issued by a Scheduled Bank in India in favour of the BSNL, valid for a period of 180 days from the date of tender opening or in the form of a Bank Draft issued by a scheduled bank in favour of AO (Cash) O/o GMTD Hamirpur. 

8.4
A bid not secured in accordance with Para 8.1 & 8.2 shall be rejected by the BSNL as non-responsive at the bid opening stage and returned to the bidder without opening financial bid.

8.5
The bid security of the unsuccessful bidder will be discharged/returned promptly.

8.6 The successful bidder’s bid security will be discharged upon the bidder’s acceptance of the Letter of Intent satisfactorily in accordance with clause 18 and furnishing the performance security

            equivalent to 5% of contract cost. 
8.7 The bid security may be forfeited:

(a) If the bidder withdraws his bid during the period of bid validity specified by the bidder in the Bid form  OR

(b) In the case of successful bidder, if the bidder

i. Fails to sign the contract in accordance with clause 20 Of "INSTRUCTION TO BIDDERS' UNDER Section I OR

ii. Fails to furnish performance security in accordance with clause 2 of "General Conditions of Contract” Section II OR

iii. Fails or refuses to honor his own quoted price for any number of vehicles or part thereof

(c) In both the above cases i.e. 8.7 (a) & (b), the bidder will not be eligible to participate in the tender for two years.  The bidder will not approach the court against the decision of BSNL in this regard.

9.
Format and signing of bid 

            9.1        All the pages of Bid Document shall be signed by the Bidder or a person or persons duly authorized to bid.  The letter of authorization shall be indicated by attested copy of written power of attorney accompanying the bid.  All pages of the original bid, except for un amended printed literatures, shall be signed by the person or persons signing the bid. 

9.2
The bid shall contain no interlineations, erasures or overwriting except as necessary to correct errors made by the bidder, in which case the person or persons signing the Bid shall initial such corrections. 

10.
Submission of bids (SEALING and Marking of Bids)

The bids should be submitted in two envelops.  The first envelop shall contain the bid along with Form II &  bid security . The second envelop shall contain Financial Bid as per Form I of Section IV. Both envelops duly sealed & marked as technical Bid & Financial Bid respectively shall be kept in separate duly sealed envelop.

The inner and outer envelops shall indicate the name and address of the bidders to enable the bid to be returned unopened in case it is declared “late” or rejected

(d)
Bid may be dropped in the Tender Box  available in the chamber of AGM (Admn) O/o GMTD Hamirpur. The responsibility for ensuring that the tenders are delivered in time would rest with the bidder. 

(e)
Bids delivered in person on the day of tender opening shall be delivered up to 1200 hours at the address given above.  The purchaser shall not be responsible if the bids are delivered elsewhere. 

(f)
Bids will be opened in the room of AGM(Admn) at 1530 hours on the due date and if due to administrative reason, the venue of Bid opening is changed then changed venue will be displayed prominently on ground Floor notice board (at Reception of GMTD Office).  

10.3
If envelopes are not sealed and marked as required at Para 10.1 and 10.2 then the bid shall be liable for rejection.

10.4  
Before outright rejection of the bid by bid opening team for non compliance of any of the provisions mentioned in clause 8.1, 8.2, 10.1 & 10.2 of Section I, the bidder will be given opportunity to explain his position, however if the person representing the company is not satisfied with the decision of the Bid opening team, he/they can submit the representation to bid opening team immediately but in no case after closing of the tender opening process with full justification quoting specifically the violation of tender conditions if any.

SUBMISSION OF BIDS:



11.1
The bids must be received by the Purchaser at the address specified not later than 1500 hours on the date of bid opening.

11.2
The purchaser may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for the submission of bids by amending the Bid Document in accordance with clause 3.4 in which case all rights and obligations of the purchaser and bidders previously subject to the deadline will thereafter be subjected to the deadline as extended. 

11.3
Not more than one independent and complete offer shall be permitted from the bidder.

12
Late Bids:


Any bid received by the purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the purchaser pursuant to clause 11 shall be rejected and returned unopened to the bidder.

13
Modification and Withdrawal of Bids

13.1
The bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after submission provided that the written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the purchaser prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids.

13.2
The bidder’s modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared sealed, marked and dispatched as required in the case of bid submission in accordance with the provision of clause 11. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by FAX but followed by a signed confirmation copy by post not later than the deadline for submission of bids.

13.3
Subject to clause 15 no bid shall be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.

BID OPENING AND EVALUATION:

Opening of Bids by Purchaser:

14.1
Technical bids shall be opened by the officer designated by BSNL, in the presence of the bidder’s or their authorized representative.

14.2
The date fixed for opening of bids, if subsequently declared as holiday by the BSNL, the revised date of schedule will be notified.  However, in absence of such notification, the bids will be opened on next working day, time and venue remaining unaltered.

14.3
BSNL may decide to open the financial bid on later date.

15
Clarification on Bids:

To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids, the purchaser may, at its discretion ask the bidder for the clarification of its bid.  The request for the clarification and the response shall be in writing.  However, no post bid clarification at the initiative of the bidder shall be entertained. 

16
Preliminary Evaluation:

16.1    BSNL shall evaluate the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required documents have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the bids are generally in order. 

16.2
Prior to detailed evaluation, BSNL will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid for the purpose of fulfillment of all the clauses of bid document.  A substantially responsive bid is one, which confirms to all the terms and conditions of bid documents without material deviation. BSNL determination of bid’s responsiveness shall be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.  A bid determined as substantially non responsive will be rejected by BSNL and shall not subsequent to the opening be made responsive by the bidder by correction of the non-conformity.

16.3
BSNL may waive any minor infirmity or non-conformity or irregularity in a bid which does not constitute a material deviation, provided such waiver does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any bidder. 

17.
OPENING OF FINANCIAL BIDS & Evaluation
17.1   BSNL shall evaluate the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made whether documents have been properly signed and whether bids are generally in order.

17.2
Based on evaluation of Technical bids, a short-listing of bids will be carried out, and only financial bids of these short-listed bids will be opened.  Short-listed bidders shall be informed of the opening of financial bids and they may depute their representative on the day of opening of financial bid. 

17.3  
If there is a discrepancy between words and figures the amount in words shall prevail.  Prior to detailed evaluation, BSNL will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the bid document. A substantially responsive bid is one, which confirms to all the terms and conditions of bid documents without material deviation. A bid determined as substantially non-responsive will be rejected by BSNL.

17.4
BSNL shall evaluate in detail and compare the substantially responsive bids and comparison of bids shall be on the price of the services offered inclusive of all levies and charges as indicated in the price schedule in section IV of the bid document.

17.5
The tender will be evaluated separately for all vehicles on the package basis. Based on the price quoted against sr. no-1, 2, 3, 4   of the price schedule, the hiring cost will be calculated in the following manner for each vehicle:

            Total Monthly Hiring Cost = Basic hire charges +  (Quoted rate per hour overtime) X 10 + (Quoted rate for night halt charges) X2.
17.6 In case of tie, the bid of contractor having more experience will be considered.

17.7 BSNL has already specified preferred vehicle for all Nine vehicles. The evaluation of bids will be done by comparing the rates of similar type of vehicle. 

17.8 Rates of alternative type of vehicles, even if lower than preferred type of vehicle, will be considered only if there is no valid bid for the preferred type of vehicle. 

18.
Award of Contract
BSNL shall consider placement of letter of intent to those bidders whose offers have been found technically, commercially and financially acceptable. The bidder shall within 10 days of issue of Letter of Intent, give his acceptance along with performance security in conformity with Form III of Section III of the bid document.  The hirer reserves the right to counter offer price(s) against price(s) quoted by any bidder.

19.
Right to vary quantities

BSNL reserves the right at the time of award of contract to increase or decrease upto 25% of the tendered quantity of services specified in the scheduled of requirements without any change in hiring charges of the offered quantity or other terms and conditions. However, BSNL shall place order as per the actual requirements only from time to time.   BSNL can also place demand additional vehicles during the currency of the agreement up to 25% of the agreement quantity on the same rates and terms and conditions. However one week notice will be given to the contractor for arranging the vehicle for such additional demand.

Signing of Contract
20.1  
Signing of Agreement shall constitute the award of hiring contract on the bidder.

20.2
Upon the successful bidder furnishing the Performance Security in pursuant to clause 2.1 of Section II, BSNL shall discharge the EMD in pursuant to clause 8.1 Section I.

21. 
Annulment of Award

Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirement of clause 20 shall constitute sufficient ground for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the EMD in which event BSNL may make the award to any other bidder at the discretion of BSNL or call for new bids.

Period of validity of bids

(i)
The bid shall remain valid for 150 days after the date of opening of bids.  A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by BSNL as non-responsive.

(ii)
A bidder accepting the request of BSNL for an extension to the period of bid validity, in exceptional circumstances, will not be permitted to modify his bid.

23.
PURCHSERS RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS.

The purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidder’s process and reject all bids, at any time prior to award of contract without assigning any reason whatsoever and without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders on the grounds of purchaser’s action.

Performance Security

Performance Security shall be submitted in the form of Bank Guarantee issued by a scheduled Bank and the performa is provided at Form III of Section III of the bid document.

2.3
Performance Security will be discharged after completion of contractor’s performance obligations under the contract.

2.4
If the contractor(s) fails or neglects any of his obligations under the contract it shall be lawful for BSNL to forfeit either whole or any part of performance security furnished by the bidder as penalty for such failure

3.
EXECUTION TIME LIMIT

The time period as stipulated in the contract or letter of intent shall be deemed to be essence of the contract.

4.
PAYMENT TERMS

Monthly bills shall be submitted by the 10th of succeeding month in duplicate to the authority specified in contract along with duty slips duly signed by the user.

Certificate as per clause 12 of section II should be given on body of the bill while submitting claim.

5.         PRICES 

5.1      (i) (a) Prices charged by the contractor for the services performed under the contract shall not be higher than the prices quoted by the contractor in his bid.

         (b) In the case of reduction of Statutory Levies /Taxes during the finalization period of tender, the BSNL reserves the right to ask for reduction in the prices.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT
6.1
BSNL may without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract may terminate the contract in whole or in parts.

If the contractor fails to arrange the supply of any or all of the vehicles within the period (s) specified in the contract or any extension thereof granted by BSNL.

(b)       If the contractor fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract

6.2
BSNL may without prejudice, to other rights under law or the contract provided get the hiring of vehicles done at the risk and cost of the contractor, in above circumstances.

7.
TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY

BSNL may also by giving written notice and without compensation to the contractor terminate the contract if the contractor becomes unwilling, bankrupt or otherwise insolvent without affecting its right of action or remedy as hirer.

8.
FORCE MAJEURE


If any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any war, or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, Strikes, lockouts or act of God (Hereinafter referred to as events) provided notice of happenings, of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such events be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against the other in respect of such non performance or delay in performance under the contract . The performance as per contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such an event may come to an end or cease to exist ,and the decision of BSNL as to whether the supplies have been so resumed or not shall be final and conclusive, provided further that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days either party may, at his option terminate the contract.

9.
ARBITRATION
9.1       In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under the agreement or in connection there with (except as to matter the decision to which is specifically provided under this agreement), the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the CGMT HP Circle. In case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted whether in addition to the functions of the CGMT HP, or by whatever designation such officers may be called (hereinafter referred to as the said officer) and if the CGMT or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such, then to the sole arbitration of some other person appointed by the CGMT or the said officer.  The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996. There will be no objection to any such appointment on the ground that the arbitrator is a Government Servant or that he  has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as a Government Servant he has expressed his views on all or any of the matters in dispute. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties to the agreement. In the event of such an arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred, being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reason whatsoever, the CGMT or the said officer shall appoint another person to act as an arbitrator in accordance with terms of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessors.

9.2
The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of both the parties enlarge the time frame for making and publishing the award.  Subject to aforesaid arbitration and conciliation Act, 1996 and the rules made there under, any modification thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.

9.3
The venue of the arbitration proceeding shall be the Office of CGMT at Shimla or such other places as the arbitrator may decide

10.
Set Off

Any sum of money due and payable to the contractor (including security deposit refundable to him) under this contract may be appropriated by BSNL and set off the same against any claim of BSNL for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by contractor with BSNL.

11.
The Tenderer should give a certificate that none of his/her near relative is working in BSNL.  In case of proprietorship firm certificate will be given by the proprietor, for partnership firm certificate will be given by all the partners and in case of limited company by all the directors of the company.  Any breach of these conditions by the company or firm or any other person, the tender/work will be cancelled and earnest money/security deposit will be forfeited at any stage whenever it is so noticed.  BSNL will not pay any damages to the company or firm or the concerned person.  The company or firm or the person will also be debarred for further participation in any tender of BSNL Hamirpur.  


The near relatives for this purpose are defined as:

(a) Members of a Hindu undivided family.

(b) They are husband and wife.

(c) The one is related to the other in the manner as father, mother, son(s), & son’s wife (daughter

B. SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT
1.
The special conditions of contract shall supplement the “Instructions to the Bidders” as contained in section I and General (Commercial) Conditions of the Contract as contained in section II.A and wherever there is a conflict, the provisions herein shall prevail.

The sole responsibility for any Building or financial implication would vest with the contractor.

The engagement and employment of drivers and payment of wages to them as per existing provisions of various labour laws and regulations is the sole responsibility of the contractor and any breach of such laws or regulations shall  deemed to be breach of this contract. BSNL may ask the contractor to produce documents to verify that these provisions/laws are complied with by the contractor.

As and when desired by the hirer, the contractor shall submit the proof of Service Tax/ ESI/EPF deposit and any other document showing the compliance to the relevant and applicable laws, by the contractor with the concerned Govt Authority, to BSNL.

No sub-contracting is permissible by BSNL.

The contractor shall assign the job of driving of hired vehicles only to qualified experienced licensed drivers and also assume full responsibility for the safety and security of the officers/officials as well as essential store items while running the vehicle by ensuring safe driving.  BSNL shall have no direct or indirect liability arising out of such negligent, rash and impetuous driving which is an offence under relevant section under IPC and any loss caused to BSNL have to be compensated by contractor.

11.
In no case a vehicle which is not registered for the commercial purpose Taxi shall be supplied to BSNL and taxes etc. due on such vehicles shall be liability of the contractor.
12.
The contractor shall send the vehicle for periodical servicing at his cost, BSNL will not pay any mileage run for such servicing nor any deduction is made for the duration involved in such normal servicing.  The cost of lubricants, repairs, maintenance, taxes, insurance etc. will be to the contractor’s liability.

13.
BSNL reserves right to negotiate with the bidder offering the lowest price offer and counter offer price(s) against price(s) quoted by the bidders.

14.
Any bidder can apply for more than one vehicle and for more than one station subject to fulfilling the eligibility condition and submission of required bid security.

15.
BSNL reserves the right to get the meter calibrated or checked at any time at its sole discretion and in the event of any error/fault in the meter being noticed then Kilometer for the day journey undertaken would be adjusted besides any other penal action which may even lead to termination of contract. 

16.
If no bid is received for the vehicle(s) for a particular station then BSNL reserves the right to offer this to lowest successful bidder for similar of other station subject to fulfillment of eligibility criteria by the bidder. 

17.
Regular checking of meter by the designated transport authority may be done by the contractor at his own cost and requisite certificate may be shown to BSNL as and when demanded.

18.
Contractor is required to get the duty slips signed in prescribed format by the user and the driver (Form VI). Daily Duty Slips in the prescribed format shall be in duplicate (Original & Carbon copy) stitched and bound separately month wise and a summary of all duties performed shall be prepared.  Month wise summary sheet shall also be got authenticated by the user. Duly authenticated duty slips and summary sheet shall be submitted along with the monthly bill 

19.
An officer designated by BSNL may check the condition, documents etc. of vehicle with respect to the terms and conditions of the tender documents at any time during the duty of vehicles.  Decision of the designated officer in this regard will be final and binding on the contractor.

20.  
That contractor shall be liable for any Building dispute/case/claims that have arisen or may arise during the currency of the contract in respect of vehicles provided by contractor.  BSNL shall not be liable for any loss, damages, etc. suffered/to be suffered by contractor or third party as the case may be.

21. 
The contractor shall be responsible for compliance of all the laws rules/regulations and Govt. instructions that are/will be applicable to and aimed to protect the interest of the employees/worker engaged by it and shall ensure payment of all the statutory dues/liabilities as may have arisen during the past ‘or’ may arise during the course of performance of contract..

Notwithstanding anything contained in the Bid Document, the successful bidder shall have to furnish an unequivocal and unqualified undertaking/declaration to indemnify BSNL at the time of signing of agreement.

Total monthly expenditure for hiring of vehicles is subject to monthly ceilings fixed by Circle Office Shimla. 
24.      a)The  minimum Monthly sealing limit  of per vehicle  will be 1500 KMS  and  maximum amount payable Rs.17000/-  including service tax which shall be deducted from the bill & paid by BSNL.


b) Maximum monthly sealing limit per vehicle will be 2000 KMS per vehicle  and maximum amount payable  is Rs.23000/-. including service tax which shall be deducted from the bill & paid by BSNL
