Section - II

Instructions to Bidders

A.  Introduction

1.  Definitions ;

(a)  “The Purchaser” means the GMTD, Shimla acting on behalf of the, C.M.D. BSNL, India

(b)  “The Bidder” means the individual or firm who participates in this tender and contract.

(c)  “The Supplier” means the successful bidder supplying the goods under the contract.

(d)  “The Goods” means all  forms which the supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under this contract.

(e)  “The Advance Purchase Order” means the intention of Purchaser to place the Purchase Order on the bidder.

(f)  “The Purchase Order” means the order placed by the Purchaser on the Supplier signed by the Purchaser indicating all attachment and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein.  The purchase order shall be deemed as “Contract” appearing in the document.

(g)  “The Contract Price” means the price payable to the  Supplier under the purchase order for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations.

2.  ELIGIBLE BIDDERS :

(i)The bidder should have the experience of printing and suppling office/computer stationery items  to any state/Central/Semi Govt./PSUs of an amount of Rs.1.00 lac in a year (during any one of  the years) in the last 3 financial years , supporting document must be attached with the bid.

(ii) The bidder should have registered with Sales Tax/VAT authorities for related items.
(iii) The bidder should have Income Tax PAN No.

3.  COST OF BIDDING :

The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and  submission of the bid.  The Purchaser will in no case be responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the process.
B.  THE BID DOCUMENTS :

4.  BID DOCUMENTS :

4.1.  The goods required, bidding procedures and contract terms are prescribed in the Bid documents.  The Bid Documents includes :

4.2.  The bidder is expected to examine all Instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Bid Documents, Failure to furnish all information’s required as per the Bid Documents or submission of bids not substantially responsive to  the Bid Document in every respect will be at the bidder’s risk and can result in rejection of the Bid.

5.  CLARIFICATION OF BID DOCUMENTS :

A prospective bidder, requiring any clarification of the Bid Documents shall notify the Purchaser in writing at the Purchaser’s mailings address indicated in the Invitation for Bids.  The purchaser shall respond in writing to any request for clarification of the Bid documents, which it receives not later than 10 days prior to the date for the submission of bids.  Copies of the query (without identifying the source) and clarifications by the Purchaser shall be sent to all the prospective bidders who have purchased the bid documents.

6.  AMENDMENT OF BID DOCUMENTS :

6.1.  At any time prior to the date of submission of bid, the purchaser may, for any reason whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective Bidder, modify the bid documents by amendments.

6.2.  The amendments shall be notified in writing or by FAX to all prospective bidders on the address intimated at the time of purchase of bid document from the purchaser and these amendments will be binding on them.

6.3.  In order to afford prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take the amendments into account in preparing their bids, the Purchaser may, at its discretion extend the deadline for the submission of bids suitably.

C.  PREPARATION OF BIDS :

7.  DOCUMENTS COMPRISING THE BID :

The bid prepared by the bidder shall comprise of the following components:

(a)  Documentary evidence established in accordance with Clause 2 and 10 of these instructions to Bidders that the bidder is eligible to apply and is qualified to perform the contract if his bid is accepted.

(b)  Bid Security furnished in accordance with clause 12.

(c)  A Clause by Clause compliance as per clause 11.1.

(d)  A Bid form and price schedule completed in accordance with clause 8, 9, &10. 
8. BID FORM :

The bidder shall complete the Bid Form and the appropriate Price Schedule furnished in the Bid Document, indicating the goods to be supplied, a brief description of the goods, quantity and price as per section V. 

9    BID PRICES :

9.1.  The bidder shall give total composite price inclusive of all levies and taxes, packing, forwarding, freight & insurance.  The unit prices and other components need to be indicated against the goods it proposes to supply under the contract as per price schedule given in Section V in Indian Rupees.

9.2.   The supplier shall quote as per price schedule given in Section V.
9.3.  The prices quoted by the bidder shall remain fixed during the entire period of contract and shall not be subject to variation on any account.  A bid submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as non-responsive and rejected.

9.4.  Bidders desiring to offer discount shall therefore modify their offers suitably while quoting and shall quote clearly price taking all such factors like discount, free supply, etc. into account.

9.5.  The price approved by the Nigam for printing will be inclusive of levies and taxes, packing, forwarding, freight and insurance as mentioned in Para 9.1. Above.  

10.  DOCUMENTS ESTABLISHING BIDDER’S ELIGIBILITY AND QUALIFICATIONS :

10.1  The bidder shall furnish, as a part of his bid documents establishing the bidders eligibility, the following documents.

010.1.1 The bidder is a registered with sales tax authorities and is able to supply the tendered items.  Copy of sale tax registration shall be enclosed.

Copy of partnership deed, if the firm is in partnership.

Proof of proprietorship in case bidder is of sole prop. of the firm and AOA & MOA in case of company  (Affidavit attested from oath commissioner or magistrate may be attached).

10.2  The samples of paper for forms specified in Annexure-A of Section V shall have to be submitted alongwith the offer by the bidder.
10.3  The bidder shall furnish the Documentary Proof regarding printing of any work of  state/Central/ Semi Govt/PSUs of an amount of Rs.1.00 lac as per clause-2 of Section-II of tender document.

10.4  The bidder shall deposit the Bid Security/EMD of Rs.5000/- in the shape of Bank Draft  issued by a scheduled bank in favour of Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL % GMTD Shimla payable at Shimla, as per clause 12.1 of Section-II.

10.5  The bidder shall furnish a certificate on his letter pad that he has offered the rates for all the articles mentioned in Annexure-A of Section-V, failing which the Original Bid will not be opened.
10.6  Original Tender Document duly signed by the bidder for the tender of  printing of various Telecom. Forms.

11.  DOCUMENTS ESTABLISHING THE CONFORMITY TO BID DOCUMENTS :

11.1  Pursuant to Clause 7, the bidder shall furnish as part of his bid documents establishing the conformity of his bid to the Bid document of all goods and services which he proposes to supply under the contract.

12.  BID SECURITY :

12.1 
The bid security/EMD of Rs. 5000/- will be deposited in the shape of Bank Draft in favour of Accounts Officer (Cash) BSNL % GMTD Shimla-171009 payable at Shimla. 

The bid security is required to protect the Purchaser against the risk of bidder’s conduct, which would warrant the security’s forfeiture, pursuant to Para 15.

Any Small Scale Industry / Firm claiming exemption from the payment of bid security should submit the copy of the current registration with National Small Industries Corporation (NSIC) for the tendered items.

A bid not secured in accordance with Para 12 shall be rejected by the purchaser as non-responsive.

The bid security of the unsuccessful bidder will be discharged/returned as promptly as possible but not later than 30 days after the expiry of the period of bid validity prescribed by the Purchaser, pursuant to clause 13.

15.   The bid security may be forfeited :

(a)  if a bidder withdraws his bid during the period of its validity. 

(b)  in the case of successful bidder, if the bidder fails

(i)  to sign the contract in accordance with acceptance letters issued by BSNL or

(ii)  to furnish performance security in accordance with clause-4 of Section III.

PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF BIDS


Bid shall remain valid for 150 days after the date of opening of bids prescribed by the purchaser pursuant to clause 21.1.  A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the purchaser as non-responsive.  The validity of bid may be extended with the consent of the bidder by the GMTD Shimla.

FORMAT AND SIGNING  OF BID:

The Bid shall be written in neat and clean hand writing  or printed and shall be signed by the bidder or a person or persons duly authorised to bind the bidder to the contract.  The letter of authorisation shall be indicated by written power of attorney accompanying the bid.  All pages of the original bid, except for unlamented printed literature shall be signed by the person or persons signing the bid.  The bids submitted shall be sealed properly.

16.2
The bid shall contain no interlineations, erasures or overwriting except as necessary to correct errors made by the bidder in which case such corrections shall be signed by the person or persons signing the bid.

SUBMISSION OF BIDS :

 The bidder’s modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and dispatched as required in the case of bid submission in accordance with the provision of clause 17.  A withdrawal notice may also be sent by  Fax but followed by a signed confirmation copy, post marked not later than the deadline for submission of bids.
20.3.
 Subject to clause 23, no bid shall be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.
E.  BID OPENING AND EVALUATION 

21.
OPENING OF BIDS BY PURCHASER:

21.1.
The purchaser shall open the bid in the presence of bidders or his authorised representatives who choose to attend on the due date and time.  The bidder’s representatives, who are present, shall sign an attendance register.  Authority letter to this effect shall be submitted by the bidder before they are allowed to participate in bid opening.

21.2.
Only one representative from any bidder shall be authorised and permitted to attend the bid opening.
21.3.
The bidder names,  Bid prices, modifications, bid withdrawals and such other details as the Purchaser, as its discretion, may consider appropriate; will be announced at the opening.
21.4.
 Tender opening committee is fully empowered to open or not to open any bid and also can ignore minor omissions/deviations.

22. CLARIFICATION  OF BIDS:

To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids the Purchaser may, at its discretion ask the bidder for the clarification of its bid.  The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing.  However, no post bid clarification at the initiative of the bidder; shall be entertained.

23. PRELIMINARY EVALUATION:

23.1
Purchaser shall evaluate the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the bids are generally in order.

23.2.
If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail.  If the Supplier does not accept the correction of the errors, his bid shall be rejected.
23.3.
Prior to the detailed evaluation, pursuant to clause 24, the Purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the Bid documents.  For purpose   of these clauses, a substantially responsive bid is one which confirms, to all the terms and conditions of the Bid Documents without material deviations.  The purchaser’s determination of bids responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.
23.4
A bid determined as substantially non-responsive will be rejected by the purchaser and shall not subsequent to the bid opening be made responsive by the bidder by correction of the non-conformity.
23.5
The Purchaser may waive any minor infirmity or non-conformity or irregularity in a bid which does not constitute a material deviation.
24.
EVALUATION AND COMPARISATION OF SUBSTANTIALLY RESPONSIVE BIDS:

24.1.
The purchaser shall evaluate in detail and compare the bids previously determined to be substantially responsive pursuant to clause 23.

24.2. The evaluation and comparison of responsive bids shall be done on the price of the goods offered inclusive of Levies & Taxes i.e. Sales Tax & Excise Duty, packing, forwarding, freight and insurance etc. as indicated in Sr. Nos. 1 to 11 of Annexure-A  of Section-V as a package.

25. CONTACTING THE PURCHASER :

25.1.
Subject to clause 22 no bidder shall try to influence the Purchaser on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of the opening till the time the contract is awarded.

25.2
Any effort by a bidder to influence the Purchaser in the Purchaser’s bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract awarded decisions shall result the rejection of the bid.

26.
AWARD OF CONTRACT :

The Purchaser shall consider placement of orders for commercial supplies on those bidders whose offers have been found technically, commercially and financially acceptable during the period of contract.
27.      PURCHASER RIGHT TO VARY QUANTITIES /CONTRACT VALUE :
The purchaser reserve right to increase or decrease quantities & contract value by  25%. 
28.
 PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS :

The purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids, at any time prior to awards of contract without assigning any 

Reason whatsoever and without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders on the ground of the purchaser’s action.

29.
VALIDITY OF THE CONTRACT PERIOD:

The contract will be valid for the period of one year from the date of execution of Agreement.  It can also be extended on same rates, terms and conditions with the consent of the contractor and  with the approval of G.M.T.D. Shimla.

30.
Purchase Order 

Purchase order will be issued on monthly/quarterly basis or on need basis as and when it is required.  Instructions printed on the bill/ forms will have to be changed as and when required in the next lot.  Proof of bill & other format will have to sent for approval in this office before printing.

                                             Section - III
GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1.  APPLICATION

The General Conditions shall apply in contracts made by the Purchaser for the procurement of goods.

2.  STANDARDS :
The goods supplied under this contract shall conform to the standards prescribed in the  Specifications /Requirement of printing of telecom. Forms ( as per sample supplied with Pre Qualification Bid). 

3.  PATENT RIGHTS:

The bidder shall indemnify the Purchaser against all third party claims of infringement of patent, trade mark or industrial design rights arising from use of the goods or any part thereof in BSNL.

4.  PERFORMANCE SECURITY :

4.1.  The supplier shall furnish performance security to the purchaser for an amount of 10% of contract value within 15 days of the receipt of acceptance letter or as specified in acceptance letter. 

4.2.  The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from the bidder’s failure to complete its obligations under the contract.

4.3.  The performance security bond shall be in the form of  D.D/FDR/Bank guarantee issued by a Scheduled Bank and in the form provided in the bid document, Section VIII and Bank Guarantee/FDR will be valid for 6 months more after the date of expiry of contract ( i.e 18 months).   

4.4.  The performance security will be discharged by the purchaser after completion of the bidder’s performance obligations including warranty obligations under the contract.

4.5.  The EMD already deposited will be refunded after the tender is accepted to the successful tender/unsuccessful tender in pursuant of clause 14 and 15 respective of tender document.

5         DELIVERY :

5.1 Delivery of the goods and documents shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the terms specified by the Purchaser, purchase order and special conditions of contract and the goods shall remain at the risk of the Supplier until delivery has been completed.  The delivery of the goods shall be to the ultimate consignee as given in the purchase order.

5.2  The delivery of the goods and documents shall commence immediately on placement of purchase order and be completed as per period specified in purchase order.

6 PAYMENT TERMS :

6.1 Payment of 100% shall be made on the receipt of goods by the consignee. For claiming this payment the following documents are to be submitted to the purchase order issuing authority.

(i)  Invoice.

(ii)  Delivery Challan.

(iii)  Receipt from the consignee.

(iv)  Receipt of goods as per make and specifications approved.

7 PRICES :

7.1 Prices charged by the supplier for Goods delivered and services performed under the Contract shall not be higher from the prices quoted by the bidder in his Bid.

7.2 Price once fixed will remain valid for the period of delivery, validity of contract increase and decrease of taxes/duties will not affect the price during this period. 

8 SUBCONTRACTS :

Sub contract will not be allowed. 

9 DELAY IN THE SUPPLIER’S PERFORMANCE :

9.1 Delivery of the Goods and performance of services shall be made by the bidder in accordance with the time schedule specified by the purchaser in its Purchase Order.  In case the supply is not completed in the stipulated delivery period, as indicated in the Purchase Order, purchaser reserves the right either to short closed/cancel this purchase order and/or recover liquidated damage charges.  The cancellation/short closing of the order shall be at the risk and responsibility of the bidder and purchaser reserves the right to purchase balance unsupplied item at the risk and cost of the defaulting vendor.

9.2 Delay by the supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the bidder liable to any or all of the following sanctions, forfeiture of its performance security imposition of liquidated damages as per clause 10 and/or termination of the contract for default.

9.3 If at any time during performance of the Contract the bidder should encounter conditions impending timely delivery of the goods and performance of service, the bidder shall promptly notify to the Purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its causes(s).  As soon as practicable after receipt of the bidder’s notice, the Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at its discretion extend the period for performance of the contract after discussion with the bidder.

10 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES :

10.1 The date of delivery of the goods stipulated in the acceptance purchase order   should be deemed to be the essence of the contract and delivery must be completed not later than the dates specified therein.  Extension will not be given except in exceptional circumstances.  Should, however, deliveries be made after expiry of the contract delivery period without prior concurrence of the Purchaser and be accepted by the consignees, such deliveries will not deprive the Purchaser of his recover liquidated damages under clause 10.2. below.

10.2 Should the supplier fails to deliver the goods within the period prescribed for delivery, the purchaser shall be entitled to recover  0.5 % of the value of the delayed supply for each week of delay or part thereof for a period up to 10 weeks and thereafter the rate of  0.7% of the value of delayed supply for each day of delay or part thereof for another 10  weeks of delay.  The total penalty should not be more than 10% of the value of the work Order.
11.  FORCE MAJEURE :

11.1  If any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party or any obligation under this contract shall be prevented or delayed by reason of any war, or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such event be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any such claim for damages against the other in respect of such non-performance or delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such event may come to an end or cease to exist, and the decision of the Purchaser as to whether the deliveries have been resumed or not shall be final and conclusive, provided further if the performance, in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days either party may, at his option terminate the contract.

11.2 Provided also that if the contract is terminated under this clause, the Purchaser shall be at liberty to take over from the contractor at a price to be fixed by the Purchaser, which shall be final, all unused, undamaged and acceptable materials, bought out components and stores in the course of manufacture in possession of the contractor at the time of such termination of such portions thereof as the Purchaser may deem fit. 
12 TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT :

12.1 The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default, sent to the bidder, terminate this Contract in whole or in part.

a)  If the bidder fails to deliver any or all of the goods with in time period (s) specified in the purchase order or any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser pursuant to Clause 9.

b)  If the bidder fails to perform any other obligation(s) under Contract : and

c)  If the bidder in either of the above circumstance(s) does not remedy his failure with in a period of 30 days (or such longer period as Purchaser may authorise in writing) after receipt of the default notice from Purchaser.

12.1.1 In the event the Purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, pursuant to Para 12.1 the Purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manners as it deems appropriate, goods similar to those undelivered and the Supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess cost for such similar goods.  However, the Supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

13 TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY :

The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Supplier, without compensation to Supplier, if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent as declared by the competent court provided that such termination’s will not prejudice or affect any right or action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.

14 ARBITRATION :

14.1 In the event of any question dispute or difference arising under this agreement or in connection there-with except as to matter the decision of which is specifically provided under this agreement, the same shall be referred with in six months from the date of completion of work to the sole arbitration of the  Chief General Manager HP Telecom Circle, Shimla or in case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the officer for the being entrusted whether in addition to the functions of the  CGM HP Telecom Circle, Shimla or by whatever designation such officers may be called (hereinafter referred to as the said officer) and the  Chief General Manager HP Telecom Circle,Shimla the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such to the sole arbitration or some other person appointed by  Chief General Manager HP Telecom Circle,  Shimla, or the said officer.  The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996.  There will be no objection to any such appointment that the arbitrator is Nigam servant or that he has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as Nigam Servant he has expressed views on all or any of the matter under dispute.  The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties.  In the event of such arbitrator  to whom the matter is originally refereed being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reasons whatsoever such  Chief General Manager HP Telecom Circle,  Shimla or the said officer shall appoint person to act as arbitrator in accordance with terms of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessors.

14.2 The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of parties enlarge the   time for making and publishing the award.  Subject to aforesaid Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 and the Rules made there under, any modification thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.

14.3 The venue of the arbitration proceeding shall be the Office of the Chief General Manager Telecom. Himachal Circle,  Shimla or such other Places as the arbitrator may decide.

15. SET OFF :

Any sum of money due and payable to the contractor (including security deposit refundable to him) under this contract may be appropriated by the purchaser or the Nigam or any other person or persons contracting through the BSNL and set off the same against any claim of the Purchaser or Nigam or such other person for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract made by the Contractor with Purchaser of Nigam or such other person of persons contracting through Nigam.

SECTION - IV

 SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT   

1.  The special conditions of the contract shall supplement the ‘Instructions to the Bidder’s as contained in Section II & General Conditions of the Contract” as contained in Section III and wherever there is a conflict, the provisions herein shall prevail over those in Section II and Section III. 

2.  Date fixed for opening of bids is, if subsequently, declared as holiday by the BSNL, the revised schedule will be notified.  However, in absence of such notification, the bids will be opened on next working day, time and venue remaining unaltered.

3.  In case the documents of bid are not submitted in the manner prescribed under clause 17 (section-II) above, cover containing the commercial, technical and financial offer SHALL NOT BE OPENED AND THE BID SHALL BE REJECTED AND RETURNED TO THE BIDDER UNOPENED.

4.  Purchaser reserves the right to disqualify such bidders who have a record of not meeting contractual obligations against the earlier contractors entered into with the purchaser.

5.  Purchaser reserves the right to black list a bidder for a suitable period in case he fails to honors his bid without sufficient grounds.

6.  The purchaser reserves the right to counter offer price(s) against the price(s) quoted by any bidder.

7.  Any clarification issued by the BSNL in response to query raised by the prospective bidders shall form an integral part of bid documents and it may amount to amendment of relevant clause of the bid documents.
