GENERAL GUIDELINES AND INSTRUCTION:

1. SUBMISSION OF TENDER

1.1 The tenderer should certify and affix his signature on each and every page of the tender documents and upload online along with his other credential documents as a token of his acceptance of each of the conditions specified on each page of the tender document. The same shall be deposited in this office on or before specified date.
1.2 Any attempt for negotiation direct or indirect on the part of a tenderer, with the authority to whom he has submitted the tender or the authority who is competent finally to accept it, after he has submitted the tender or endeavors secure interest for actual or prospective tender or to influence by any means the tender becomes liable to be excluded for consideration.

1.3 The tenderer will be bound by all terms, conditions and specifications as detailed in the tender documents.

1.4 Any tender with conditions other than those specified in the tender document is liable to be summarily rejected. No modification by the tenderer in any of the conditions will be permitted.

1.5 No communication from the tenderer in the form of any clarification information/ document last sight in the origin tender etc will be given any consideration, unless any such clarification has been sought for by the GM Telecom Distt.  Solan.

1.6 No tender without the prescribed earnest money will be considered for acceptance.

3.         DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITTED WITH TENDER

One copy of the complete set of tender documents duly filled in and signed on each page and also at every correction/ over writing by the tenderer or otherwise as prescribed in the different clauses of the tender document in respect of any matter or documents has to uploaded online.

3.1          Earnest Money deposit amount in the manner specified in the documents.

         3.2         Original “Power of Attorney” in case person other then the tenderer has signed the tender           documents & all documents as mentioned above in  2A.

4.        EARNEST MONEY:

Earnest money shall be paid in the shape of Bank Draft in favour of A.O. (Claim) B.S.N.L. % G.M.T.D. Solan from a scheduled Bank payable at Solan.

No interest shall be allowed on the amount deposited by the tenderer on earnest money. Earnest money of unsuccessful tenderer will be refunded with in reasonable time till final decision of the tender without any interest. The earnest money deposit of successful tenderer shall be adjusted towards security deposit   for the due fulfillment the contract, but shall be forfeited if the tenderer fails to deposit initial security deposit and fails to execute tender agreements   within the period specified and on being called upon to do so after acceptance of the tender or fails to start   the work as stipulated in the letter of intent/acceptance.

5.             SECURITY DEPOSIT

E.M.D. of the successful tenders will be converted into security deposit. At the time of agreement. In addition to this 7.5% of the estimated cost of work has to be deposited as security deposit in the shape of DD/FDR/Bank Guarantee of any Nationalize bank duly pledged in the favour of AO (Claim) BSNL % GMTD Solan. Hence total security deposit will be 10% of the tender cost. The security deposit will be refunded after six months of the expiry of successful completion of the contract and on production of N.O.C. from concerned field units.

6.          QUOTATION OF RATES FOR SCHEDULE:

A. Tenderer will quote the rates in English numerals. The rates should be quoted in words (either Hindi or English).

B. In the case of illiterate tenderer the rates tendered should be attested by a Gazetted officer. The rate quoted in words will be the correct basis and not the rates in fig.

C. All   corrections, additions and alterations in the entries and papers will be signed in full by the tenderer with date cutting, errors or over writing shall not be permissible unless attested under the signature of the tenderer with date. The tender shall contain the name, residence and places of business of person/person making the tender and shall be signed by the tenderer with his usual   signature, partnership firms shall furnish the full name and address of partners or by a duly authorized representative followed by the signature and designation of the person signing it as the case may be.  It is signed by authorized representative; a duly certified copy of the power of attorney on the behalf of tenderer shall accompany the tender. In case of the partnership firm attested true copy of the partnership deed must be submitted along with the tender.

7. REJECTION OF TENDERS: -

The General Manager Telecom District Solan reserves the right to accept or reject any or all tenders with assigning any reason what so ever.

(a) Consideration of any tender not supported by required Earnest Money Deposit in the manner provided there.

(b) Consideration of any tender deficient or incomplete in any of the requisite matters, particulars or formality for any reason which shall not be disclosed to tenderer.
(c) Consideration of any tender offers, which change the terms and condition (other then these envisaged in the Tender document sold) altered consideration, specification or time limits set.

(d) Any or all the tenders received without assigning any reason thereof and will not be bound to accept the lowest tender.

(e)  Incomplete tenders are liable to be rejected.

(f)  Conditional tender will not be accepted.

(g) No sub contractor ship is allowed .If it is found at any stage Tender will be cancelled.

8. VALIDITY OF QUOTES & TENDER

8.1   Tender submitted by tenderer will remain valid for acceptance for a period of 180 days from the date of opening of the tender. The tenderers shall not be entitled during this period of 180 days with out the consent in writing of the General Manager Telecom Solan to, revoke or cancel his tender or to vary tenders so awarded shall remain valid for a period of one year at the same rates, terms and conditions from the date of agreements after finalization of tender qualified bidder shall enter into agreement which will be valid for one year. 

8.2      The tender awarded shall generally remain valid for a period of one year at the same rates, terms and conditions and no escalation of any kind whatsoever will be allowed or payable. GMTD Solan however can extend the validity of the tender if he so desires up to a period of six months on the same rates, terms and conditions and up to a maximum period of one year (i.e. for six months) in case both the parties to the agreement willing for such extensions for second spell of six months and the contract will be same during the extension period.

However in case of such work orders issued in the belated periods of the period of execution extending beyond the period of said one year, such work order will be deemed to be continuing on the same rates, terms and conditions.

The contractor hereby covenants and declares that nobody connected with BSNL nor shall any person ever be admitted as partner in the contract.

9. Evaluation of tender and quantity distribution:

i) Bids received will be arranged in ascending order of quoted value i.e., the lowest bid L1 and then the next higher bid L2 and so on.

ii) Order shall be placed on two  bidders ie., L1 and L2 in the ratio  of 60:40.

iii) In case of refusal of L2 to the offer given by BSNL, the L3 will be given offer of L2 quantity  and so on.

iv) In case all bidders refuse the offer, entire 100% quantity will be offered to L1 for which L1 bidder cannot refuse.

10. ACCEPTANCE OF TENDERS AND AWARD OF WORK: -

A. The GMTD Solan  reserve the right at its/his absolute discretion to accept one or more than one or reject without assigning any reason whatsoever, and it shall be binding on the concerned tenderer to carryout work so awarded. The whole work in any sector may be split up and accepted in parts and not entirely if considered expedient by B.S.N.L. at his absolute decision.

B. GMTD Solan does not bind himself to accept the lowest tender or any tender or to assign any reason for rejecting any or all the tenders. He also reserves the right of accepting the whole of part of the tender and his decision in this regard shall be final and binding.
C. Tenderer shall have to co-operate with BSNL at each occasion as per its need to timely finalise the tender.
11. SIGNING OF THE CONTRACT AGREEMENT: -

The successful tenderer after depositing security deposit shall be required to execute an agreement on a non-judicial stamp paper of Rs. 100/- at his own cost and in the prescribed Performa. In the event of failure of the tenderer to sign the agreement within specified time of being called upon to do so after the acceptance of the tender, or on the event of his failure to start the work as stipulated the amount of earnest money and/or initial security deposit shall stand forfeited to the BSNL and the acceptance of the tender shall be considered as revoked.

12. SETTLEMENT OF CLAIMS FOR LOSSES AND DAMAGES: -

In the matter of settling any claims for losses, damages, cost of expenses to which the BSNL may be put be reasons of default of the contractor referred to above or the article of the agreements, decision of G.M.T.D. Solan in writing will be final. Amount payable to the contractor whether arising out of this particular contract or out of any other transaction of contract whatsoever.

13.  TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

The G.M.T.D. Solan has the option of terminating the contract either partially or wholly at any stage without assigning any reason by giving one-month notice in writing to that effect and shall not be liable to pay any compensation to the contractor, whatsoever it may be.

14.  WORK AND ACCEPTANCE TESTING: -

14.1         The contractor will prepare bills in triplicate for the works executed by him. The work should be accepted by the JTO, SDO (T)/(P)/(I/D) & DE(O/D)/(I/D) of concerned SDCA/Area and then accepted tested by the work order issuing authority.

14.2      Work order will be issued by AGM (NWP) % GMTD Solan (HP) on the written request                from  field Offices on the prescribed format separately for CMTS and Land Line.

       15.    QUALITY OF WORK:
The BSNL shall be the final judge of the quality of the work and the satisfaction of the standards in respect thereof set forth in the Contract Documents. Laxity or failure to enforce compliance with the contract documents by the BSNL and/or its representative shall not manifest a change or intent of waiver, the intention being that, notwithstanding the same, the Contractor shall be and remain responsible for complete and proper compliance with the contract documents and the specification therein. The GMTD Solan has the right to prohibit the use of men and any tools, materials and equipments which in his opinion do not produce work or performance meet the requirement of the Contract Documents.     

      16.     ARBITRATION

1. In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under the agreement or in the connection there with except as to matter the decision of which is specifically provided under the agreement, the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the CMD, BSNL or in case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted whether in addition to the function of the CMD. Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited or by whatever designation such officer may be called (here in after referred to as the said officer) and if the CMD or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such to the sole arbitrator or same other person appointed by the CMD or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the arbitration act, 1996.

2. There will be no objection that the arbitrator is BSNL servant or that he has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as BSNL servant be has expressed views on all or any of the matter under dispute. The award to whom the matter is originally referred being transferred of vacating his office or being unable act for any reasons whatsoever such C.M.D or the said officer shall appoint other person to act as arbitrator in accordance with terms & conditions of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessors.

3. 
The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of parities enlarge the time for making and publishing the award. Subject to aforesaid in the arbitration act 1940 and the rules made there under any modification thereof for the time being enforce shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.

The venue of arbitration proceeding shall be the office of CMD BSNL at New Delhi or such other places as the arbitrator may decide.

5. 
If there is any court case in connection with this work, shall be entertained only at Solan and no other place.

PENALTY CLAUSE:-
       Delay and abandoning of the execution of the work

18.1 All the complaints should be attended and Rectified within 72 hours.

18.2 If the fault is not repairable at site within 72 hours, the contractor should replace the Module from his imprest stock and telephone exchange services should be restored.

18.3 In no case, the exchange services should be hampered more than twenty-four hours, due to failure of power plant. It should be taken as an essence of the contract.

18.4 In any case, if the above conditions are not met out by the contractor a penalty of Rs. 500/- (Rupees five hundred only) per module per day will be levied for the period of 15 days for which the services are hampered.

18.5 In case either the contractor abandon the work or the contractor is removed either for delay in work or for want of standard quality. If the work is allotted to some other contractor and the excess amount over the proportion amount awarded thus paid to the new party will be recovered from the pending bills or from the security deposit of the original contractor.

18.6 In case of delay because of BSNL reasons the matter will be referred in writing to the GMTD, Solan (HP).

18.7 The contractor shall keep adequate storage of spare parts and delay on account of non  availability of these items will not be accepted.

18.8 The parts replaced during the contract period shall be of good quality and guaranteed                                  for proper functioning as per warranty as mentioned in clause 19.

18.9 Any clarification on the detail of work can be obtained from the concerned officer.

18.10  Module will be repaired at site only .

If any type of fault re-occurs in any module/ control panel of power plant within Four months of repair, it will be repaired free of cost by the contractor.

34.2   Any failure to fulfill this requirement shall attract the penal provision of this contract arising out of the resultant non-execution of the work.

34.3 No Technician below the age of 18 year shall be employed on the work.

Fair Wages:

a. The contractor shall pay to Technician employed by him either directly or through sub contractor, wages not less than fair wages as defined in the CPWD contractors Technician regulations or as the provisions of the contractor Technician (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970 and the contract Labour (R&A) central rule 1971 wherever applicable.

d)       The G.M.T.D., Solan or his subordinate official concerned shall have the right to deduct from the money due to the contractor any sum required or estimated to be required for making good the loss suffered by a worker or workers by reasons of non fulfillment of the condition of the contract for the benefit of the workers non payment of wages or of deduction made from his or their wages which are not justified by their terms of the conduct or non observance of the regulations.

e)      The contractor shall comply with the provision of the payment of wages Act 1936, minimum wages Act, 1948 employees liability Act, 1938 workmen’s compensation Act, 1923 industrial disputes Act, 1947, maternity benefits Act 1961 and the contractor Labour (R&A) Act, 1970 of the modification there of any other has relation there to and the rules made there under from time to time.

The contractor shall indemnify BSNL. Payment to be under and for observance of the laws aforesaid on the C.P.W.D. Continental’s  Technician Regulation without prejudice to his right to claim indemnity from his subcontractors.
